THE CKC TRACKING TESTS

There are now 4 Tracking titles awarded by the CKIQ:or Tracking Dog and the more difficult, advanced tests:
TDX or Tracking Dog ExcellentJTD or Urban Tracking DogandUTDX or Urban Tracking Dog ExcellenA TD
title is a prerequisite for entering TDX and UTBt& a UTD is a prerequisite for entering a UTD3t.té dog
which has earned all 4 CKC tracking titles (TD, TDXTD, UTDX) will be awarded the title afracking Cham-
pion.

Unlike obedience where the dog must pass threestivatore being awarded a CKC title, you need palsame test
to earn a tracking title.

TD

At the TD level, the dog is required to follow aastger's track, which must be at least a half-toddi(but no more
than 2 hours old). This track is 400-450 metregdras 2 to 5 turns, and has a leather articleea¢hd - usually a
glove. The start of the track is indicated by sepaid there is a second pole that indicates teetatin of the first
"leg" of the track. The dog must follow the tragidandicate that he has found the article in otdgrass the test. An
"indication” usually means that the dog will sitlierdown by the article. Some dogs are taughétoave any found
articles. Either is acceptable.

TDX

At the TDX level, only the start of the track iglinated by a pole. This track is 900—100 metreg lamd at least 3
hours old (no more than 5 hours old). It has 5 torBs, is laid over varying terrain, may crosgad; and is crossed
in two places by a second track-layer one hour #feprimary track is laid. There are two articisng the track,
and a third at the end. The dog may not followdtuss-tracks, and must find the last article as$ agbne of the
first two in order to earn a TDX title.

Knowing where your track is going and being ablérid the articles is important. So important thas

time for you to go to the tracking field, withoubyr dog, and lay a typical track. Age it for whaetime

you usually age your tracks. At the appropriatestngturn and see if you can track your own tradks s

not bad when no one else is around to watch. Duhedracking seminars held by Gene England an&Mik
Rankin, at the Advance Canine Academy in Bowling&sr, Kentucky, the instructors and other students
watch the often frustrated handlers attempt to tigotheir own tracks. Most beginning trackers aoohe
knowledgeable trainers use many flags on the ti@mckark turns, articles, and to keep from gettsg.!

What is happening here is the dog ends up trackimgdicating the marker flags. | have been witdtking
teams where the dog indicated a marker flag and-ewarded for doing so. The handler was happy tige d
had found something even though there was no aurtgar the marker flag.

Do not reinforce unacceptable behavior.

If the tracklayer can see a marker flag you casure the dog can. The only flag that should beherfield
is the flag used to mark the start of the track@tbto the left of the scent pad. Rewarding a dodiding
a

marker flag is rewarding behavior, which will na successful in a trial or test. The only timecdtindi-

cation is permitted is when the dog has found pgnlg scented article that has been placed orrdio& by
the tracklayer. Getting lost or exhausted.

When you are tracking and your dog appears to hadesnough, or you become hopelessly lost, stop and
put your dog on a down stay. Walk ten or so fedtant of the dog and drop an article so the dogsdwot
see you drop it. Walk back causing the track tddgble laid and restart your dog. When your tracikels
the all-important article give him praise and aaedy from your hand, on top of the article. The tag
properly found an article and has been rewardet, $ktting up a positive mental attitude. Now mayab
good time to break off the track, rest your dogg@home. Even if you and the dog are lost, thewidg

finish up with a positive experience, and will lbeking forward to the next training session. Owiinig a
dog in training accomplishes little other than depeng avoidance behaviors.

When the training session is over the dog mustydvieel as though he has won. The dog is going-to r
member the last important experience of the trgisiession. He needs to leave the tracking fieldposi-
tive frame of mind; otherwise, he may display ttrarsgest behaviors at the most inopportune times.
How often have you heard people say, “My dog neNetthat before” after messing up in a trial/te&t?
well-trained dog is the result of many small vieésrand positive training experiences, developiggad
mental

attitude, and finding his security in knowing wiexpected.

Successful training is an accumulation of many metlories. Breaking off a track because your dogx-
hausted or lost may mean loosing the remaininglasti Your dog is more important than your articles

Where has the time gone? | guess with all the ssmwhern Maine has had this winter, | hibernatieal much snow
and ice to do tracking. Now spring has arrived tadking clinics and tests are being held.

One important topic | would like to cover todayowrcan have the best tracking dog around but ifildgedoes NOT
indicate an article clearly enough for you to fihdhen the dog and you fail the tracking teshe AKC rules state
that the dog must indicate the article and you rpussent it to the judge. IF the dog actively ekes for the article
and you as the handler cannot find it nor canuldggs, the judges may award you the track andttbe In any
tracking test, if you get to the article, pick fi and wave it in the air briefly, even if you loastater as it falls out of
your pocket, you may still be able to pass. Ifjtldges are making notes on their maps and doe@oysu reach
down, pick up the article and stuff it in your petland it falls out later, they may not allow itthey did not see you
pick it up. By waving it in the air briefly, theijiges usually look up at such activity! Before ywmiber a tracking
test, you should have had the dog tracking iniatii&of weather and different terrains AND cleanglicating arti-
cles.

Some dogs will indicate an article if it is on shgrass, others will walk over it unless it smatigongly enough to
make the dog hesitate. In a TD, the article mastither a glove or a wallet, preferably made afHer or have
leather on it. In a TDX, the articles are to bagfersonal nature and all fabric such as scarfivaaner, hat, belt,
eyeglass case, sock and a glove at the end. BiTat&st, the articles are two of fabric — usuallgdther and 1 cloth
and then 1 of plastic and 1 of metal. You shoird & variety of items to use when tracking. Thbhguld be of
hand size and of any material. Porous plasticnaeiél actually holds more scent then most articlade of cloth!
The biggest concern would be that the dog shoul@ephurt by the article or be able to swallowTthough | have
known of a few dogs who like to swallow large leativork gloves!

| have seen dogs too used to only finding a leajlwre at the end of the track refuse to even asledyge a plastic
or metal article. Your dog should be taught thitsmells of the tracklayer, he/she should stog imdicate it.

There are several ways you can do this.

One, you can teach your dog to either Sit or Dotthearticle. If | have a dog that | want to t¢st | will train the
dog away from the tracking field as | do not wdr tlog to get into the obedience mold when he ihefield.
Rather, | do this type of training in the house #reh outside the house and finally, in the fidlavill teach this by
having the dog sit or down as soon as he gets tbosdracking article. Since my articles do N@®K or smell like
the dog'’s toys, he will notice that it is out ohpé and go up to check it out. At that time, 1 téll the dog to either
sit or down. Once the dog has assumed the positioifl praise him like crazy and reward him witfie occasional
treat. Once the dog starts to understand to esiher down when he sees the article, | will thka into the back-
yard and practice this. | will have already scetieseveral articles around the yard before Hetdog out and he is
on a long line. When the dog stops and checksheuarticle, | will tell him to either sit or downAs soon as he
does, I will move in and reward him. Once the daderstands what to do when he sees an artitdetjnte to take
it to the tracking field and try it. | do not playith the dog with the article. It is against AK@es and regulations to
do so during a test so | do NOT want the dog td foo it to happen during practice. If you play tamich with the
dog with the article and then get into a test, sdogs will shut down when you do not follow whatdmsiders to
be the normal way of tracking i.e.; find an artiated play with it. Instead, | will verbally praiige dog lavishly and
then tell him to “Find More”. That is his commatitit he is to continue the track and find moreckasi.

Some people like their dog to come back to themsiintboking for a treat as a reward for findimg tarticle.

You can also teach your dog to retrieve the artistgin, start the training off the tracking field!



Food is NOT allowed or used in a certification dracking test. If you have a chow hound, he mayehto work 2
tracks without food, the certification and the adiyhe test. You can certainly use food on the practice trackhes
expects to find food in the articles again. If yare in ant country, put the food in a plastic bagmd then in the arti-
cle or onit. This will keep out the little insect

Does the dog have to sit, down or retrieve thelarth order to pass a tracking test? NO! As laaghe dog indicates
the article and you pick it up and present it @ jidges.

I will NEVER forget my first time judging a trackintest. The other judge and | had a differencepafion on the
very first track. The track was laid in 15-18 irtell grass so you could see the way the track w&he dog stayed
almost exactly on the track and the owner follow&tie dog would barely turn his head to indicatern, just kept
striding along and pulling his owner. At th8#irn, | heard the handler say that it was thetfoturn so the end must
be near. The dog walked over the article and naetl. The owner had counted 50 yards from thedastand then
started to shuffle his feet. (In TD and TDX, ad'lef the track must be at least 50 yards betwaams). The other
judge wanted to pass the dog. | did not as thelaggos state that the owner must present thel@ttocthe judges. We
walked up and located the article. We finally agr¢o fail the team. When | talked to the handfegrwards he told
me he was going in for cataract surgery in 3 weélesked him why he hadn’t trained his dog toesithit or down at
the article and he told me that the dog usuallyaetd it. NEVER assume that your dog will sitwatoor retrieve the
article in a test! You are nervous and you wahigmit that to your dog and he may respond differe\s long as
you are able to “read” your dog’s body language lemalv that he has found something, you will pa&gudge cannot
ask you how your dog indicates an article (in ti®A) If your dog pauses and you assume it ietiteof the track,
move up and see if there is an article.
