Thenedwo articles left at the UTD
level and the dog must find both. The track is agedn hour. The urban track is quite differemtnfrthe field track.

Pumpkin Brownies for Dogs

2 1/2 cups whole wheat flour

2 eggs

1/2 cup canned pumpkin

2 tablespoons peanut butter
1/2 teaspoon salt

1/2 teaspoon ground cinnamon
Directions

Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C).

Whisk together the flour, eggs, pumpkin,
peanut butter, salt, and cinnamon in a bowl.
Add water as needed to help make the dough
workable, but the dough should be dry and stiff.
Roll the dough into a 1/2-inch-thick roll. Cut
into 1/2-inch pieces.

Bake in preheated oven until hard, about 40
minutes.

Peanut Butter Molasses Cookies

Bake @ 350

4 c Whole Wheat flour

1 ¢ Oatmeal

1 ¢ Cornmeal

...3/4 ¢ Peanut Butter

2 1/2 ¢ Hot Water

3 TBSP Molasses

Mix all the ingredients together, knead well, add
more flour if need to make a firm dough. Roll out
about 1/8" thick, cut with cookie cutters. Bake
approximately 30 to 40 mins until firm. Turn off
oven and cool cookies in the oven over night.

Oatmeal Orbs
2 cups (500 mL)oats
1-1/2 cups (375 mL)whole wheat flour
2 thsp (30 mL)flax seed (optional)
1 tsp (5 mL)baking powder
pinch salt
1 large egg
2 thsp (30 mL)canola oil
2 thsp (30 mL)honey
3/4 cup (175 mL)water
3/4 cup (175 mL)natural peanut butter (smooth amédy)
DIRECTIONS
1. Preheat oven to 350°F.

2. In the bowl of a food processor, combine the diédur, flax
seed, baking powder and salt; pulse until well téehand
coarsely ground.

3. Add the egg, oil, honey, water and peanut buaiher pulse
until the dough comes together. If it's too stifgnsfer to a large
bowl and stir it by hand. Turn out onto a lightlgured
countertop and knead a few times to make sure thiegyis well
incorporated.

4. Roll the dough into balls the size of a largelteg or roll it

into ropes and cut into one-inch sticks (you cakengither shape
smaller or larger according to the size of your)dad place
them about half an inch apart on an ungreased dakiaet.

5. Bake for 20 minutes, until firm, golden on thetom and
cracked on top. Turn the oven off and leave that$ranside as
the oven cools to allow them to harden further.

Store in an airtight container. If they aren’t cdetply hard and
dry, freeze any that you don’t use within a week.
